10. Angie’s report
· if you want to go to the Faculty Council Meeting, you must email Dean O’Neill

· Tuition increase: the Board of Regents has voted to increase tuition again by 10% and maybe 20%; Angie wants us to be more involved in this process and figure out what’s going on.  (Discussion). Angie wants to meet with Dean O’Neill to discuss this matter further before we decide what we’re going to do
· Grill policy: Angie is working on a resolution that the SBA controls the grill and there is procedure for other groups to borrow the grill. One option would be to make it a lottery so that groups can all have a chance to use the grill since apparently we can only do one cookout a month since it interferes with the coffee bar. Maybe groups could work together? Motion to implement temporary policy about lottery for the grill based on need. Approved. 
11. Two new student organizations:

· Student republican organization (Greg K): give students the opportunity to express their views and meet other people with the same interests and network; wanted to have an event where many groups are invited to debate a controversial topic, interested in including other schools on campus; thanks to slot machines we now have a higher tuition; he wouldn’t want to combine with UMALL because its not all legislative interest
· Student democratic organization (Oren): many of the same concerns that Greg stated; wants to debate current issues; other events in the city; getting local politicians to speak. 
a. Discussion and AJ’s recommendation from budget committee to allow these two groups to be recognized, and then stop any more groups until we reevaluate the budget rules  (7-1)
b. Greg made a motion to accept the recommendation of the budget committee on the condition that prior to next semester the budget rules are revised, Heather seconded; unanimous 
c. Andrea made a call to question, Annie seconded the motion, we voted; unanimously approved
d. Brought in student groups and told them they were approved

12. Budget appeals

· Greg made a motion to discuss all budget appeals at the same time, which was approved 

· SHLO did not show up
· LLSA (Bettina): last year we gave then $1100; very small group so they’re struggling; this year we gave them $100 towards conference; they are an unusually small group though, and it will really hurt them not to get more money. They’re working on rebuilding this year, and asking for $350 for conference fee, $250 for air ticket and $400 for the hotel. They’ve already paid for this conference out of pocket. They’ve worked with Hispanic Bar and have waived student fees. University of Maryland was recognized at this conference last year for the first time, and Bettina was named president. They have 15 members at present. 
· Phi Alpha Delta (Sarah): three events that they’re planning this semester, this is the first year they have had a full executive board; Judges Night on November 4, 2003 in the Ceremonial Courtroom where Judge Davis will speak. They sent out invitations to Maryland judges last week and PAD alumni. They’re requesting $200 be transferred from one program to another
· JLSA (Shani, but she’s not here because of the holiday): did not submit an appropriate budget request according to procedure because of a miscommunication. As a result, she is making a supplemental request. 
· What we have: 3514.96 minus 200 minus 325 equals 4039.96
· AJ motions that PAD’s money is transferred, seconded, unanimously approved.
· AJ Motion to exclude all of JLSA events purchased in 2002 – AJ withdraws this motion
· Heather moves to exclude any event that occurred in 2002, or that has occurred up until this budget request; one objection (Jason) but motion passes
· Greg moves to give $100 for each event, three events, this motion is passed unanimously. (total $300)
· LLSA: maybe to her detriment she appealed for retroactive funding for the conference; the group is really struggling; Jason moves to give $500 for future events, and Jaymi moved to amend and change amount to $100, Jason made another motion for $500 towards conference cost reimbursement, James seconds.  Greg motions to amend and give $350 for conference. Greg would like to amend this motion to give them another $100 for the spring fundraiser that we did not allocate initially. Amanda calls for vote on initial motion – motion is struck.  Discussion – why can’t we just give them money to put into their account in general? Vote on Greg’s motion, Annie seconds and Greg’s motion passes.
